1. Disconnect the Intake Air Temperature (IAT) sensor from air inlet tube, along with the crank case vent hose.
Loosen and remove air inlet tube from air cleaner assembly and air inlet box. Loosen and remove the air inlet
box from the throttle body.

2. For 2007 model year vehicles, remove the 2 screws securing the resonator box then lift up and remove the
air resonator box from the throttle body. For 2008 through 2012 model year vehicles, simply lift and remove
the resonator box.

3. Remove the 4 bolts that retain the throttle body.
4. Place the Silver Bullet Throttle Body Spacer (engraved side towards throttle body) then the new gasket onto

intake manifold. Install the throttle body and secure with the four new 70mm bolts, lock washers, and flat
washers supplied. Torque the assembly to 8ft/lbs.

5. Reconnect air inlet tube to throttle body. Using the 2-3/4” blue screws and rubber-backed washers, secure
the lower portion of the air inlet box to the intake manifold with both 26mm spacers in-between the intake
manifold and resonator box on each side.

6. Install air inlet tube and tighten clamp. Reconnect the IAT sensor. Reconnect the crank case vent hose.
7. Your installation is now complete.
