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SLEEP MODE

Refer to Figure A for Step 1.
Step 1: Before installing your aFe module, you will have to place your vehicles ECU in sleep mode. In
order to do this you will need to do the following:

- If the engine is cold, open the hood, close the doors lock the car and wait 30 seconds.
- If the engine is warm, open the hood, close the doors lock the car and wait 20 minutes.
- If the engine is warm and you can’t wait 20 minutes, disconnect the battery.

Step 2: Remove the engine cover to access the MAP sensor.@

Step 3: Locate the MAP and TMAP sensor. The MAP sensor is located on the top of the intake manifold
just after the throttle body. The TMAP sensor@is located in front of the throttle body on the
chargepipe.

Step 4: Disconnect the MAP sensor.

Step 5: Locate the MAP sensor jumper harness on the aFe module. This is the shorter harness with a
Purple and Black connector. Plug the female connector of the module into the MAP sensor, then
plug the male connector of the module into the female connector of the engine harness.

sensor, then plug the male connector of the module into the female connector of the engine
harness.
