Identify the grille & hardware with parts 
list.

Remove the plastic clips that secure the upper grille cover. using a set of needle nose pliers works well.(Fig 
1&2) 

3 Remove bolts along the top of the factory grille as shown. (Fig 3) 

 

4 
Remove grille from vehicle. The grille has plastic tabs on the right & left lower corners. Simply pull up on the 
corners. (Fig 4) 

5 A view of the plastic corner grille tabs. (Fig 5) 

6 Removing grille shell from vehicle. (Fig 6) 
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7 
Secure the stud to the threaded holes on 
the rear of the grilles.  

8 

Center the grille into the opening of the 
factory grille shell. Be sure the studs are 
through the OEM grille shell.   

9 

Secure grille using the flat tabs and lock 
nuts from the back side of the OEM grille 
shell. (flat tab secure as shown )  

10 Make sure the grille is centered and tighten the fasteners. 

11 Reinstall the grille shell which was removed in step 6. 

12 Installation completed!!!
