3 Remove bolts that secure grille shell to the hood and remove grille as shown.(Fig 2)
4 Using a saw cut the grille shell center bars out. Make sure not to cut the area that the grille insert screws will attach. (Fig 3)

5 Note: Factory grille shell with center bars removed.(Fig 4)
6 Note: Factory grille shell with center bars removed.(Fig 5)
7 Paint the grille shell edge with flat black spray paint this will give you a better look when done.(Fig 6)
