ASETUP

e Prior to each use, visual inspection (See Pg. 6) shall be made to the device by checking
for abnormal conditions, such as cracked welds, leaks, and damaged, loose, or missing
parts.

Consult the vehicle owner’s manual to determine the location of lift points.

Be sure to set the vehicle in park with the emergency brake on and wheels securely
chocked.

Be sure that the vehicle and the jack are on a hard, level surface.

AASSEM BLY

Service Jack

Assemble the upper section of the two piece handle into the lower section, line up the
holes, insert and tighten the screw.

Insert the bottom end of handle into handle fork and securely tighten the bolt and
washer. Ensure the handle can turn freely.

Jack Stands

Tools Required: Hammer & Punch (not included with set)

Insert the ratchet bar into the base frame with the ratchet portion of the bar aligned
with the locking pawl.

Move the ratchet bar to its lowest position by raising the locking handle, disengaging
the stopper and slowing lowering the ratchet bar downward into the base.

Collar lock is achieved by simply pressing the press tab (See Pg. 5) inward using the
hammer and punch. This will prevent accidental loss of the ratchet bar.

ALIFTING

e Turn the handle/release valve clockwise to the closed position. Do not over tighten.

e Position the jack under the specified lift point.

e Begin lifting by pumping the handle up and down.

o Immediately after lifting, insert safety pins into the appropriately rated jack stands and
support the vehicle. NEVER support the vehicle with only the jack.

e Turn the handle/release valve slowly counterclockwise to lower the vehicle onto jack
stands.

ALOWERING

Turn the handle/release valve clockwise to the closed position. Do not over tighten.
Pump the handle up and down to lift vehicle off jack stands.

Remove the jack stands and safety pins. DO NOT get under or let anyone get under
the vehicle while lowering.

Turn the handle/release valve slowly counterclockwise to lower the vehicle onto the
ground.

A SERVICE JACK MAINTENANCE

NOTICE: Use high grade hydraulic oil only. Never use brake fluid, motor oil, transmission fluid,
turbine oil or any other fluids. ISO-VG22 or equivalent hydraulic oil is recommended.

Check and Refill Oil

With the jack in the fully lowered, level position, if unit cover is provided, remove unit
cover, then remove olil filler plug.

Proper oil level should be just covering inner cylinder as seen from the oil filler plug hole.
Do not overfill. Always fill with new, clean hydraulic jack oil as recommended above.
Reinstall oil filler plug, then reinstall unit cover.

Lubrication and Cleaning

Periodically clean and lubricate all moving parts and pivot points.

Air Venting Procedures

With the jack in the fully lowered position, release valve open, remove oil filler plug.
Pump the handle rapidly several times. Reinstall oil filler plug.

Turn the handle/release valve clockwise to the closed position.

Pump the handle until the lift arm reaches maximum height and continue to pump
several times to remove trapped air in the system.

Turn the handle/release valve counterclockwise in one full turn and lower lift arm to the
lowest position. Use force on saddle if necessary.

Carefully and slowly loosen oil filler plug to release pressurized air.

Repeat above steps until trapped air is completely vented.

JACK STANDS

Inspect each stand before use. Ensure all parts move freely. Only apply grease to the locking

handle pivot point of this product and ensure all excess grease is wiped away before stand is
used. If rust appears, sand away the rust area and cover with appropriate utility paint. Please
note that there are no replacement parts available for this product.

DAMAGED EQUIPMENT

Any service jack that appears to be damaged in any way, is found to be worn, or operates
abnormally SHALL BE REMOVED FROM SERVICE UNTIL REPAIRED. It is recommended that
necessary repairs be made by a manufacturer’s or supplier’s authorized repair facility if repairs
are permitted by the manufacturer or supplier.
