FRONT INSTALLATION Cut-off Tool or Grinder (step 8)

1. Park the vehicle on a clean, flat surface and block the rear wheels
for safety.

2. Raise the front of the vehicle and support with jack stands under
the frame rails, behind the suspension.

Remove the front wheels.

4.  Locate the lower alignment cam bolts. (Fig. 1) Loosen the bolts (2 per arm - 4 total). This will allow the lower control arm to swing down
and out of the way when the strut is disconnected.

5. Remove the 2 lower ball joint mount bolts from the steering knuckle. (Fig. 2) Save bolts.

6.  Remove the lower strut mount bolt at the lower control arm. (Fig. 2) Swing the lower control arm down and out of the way. Save hardware.

7.  Locate the 3 upper strut mount nuts. (Fig 3) Remove the nuts and remove the strut from the vehicle. Do not remove the center strut rod
nut. Itis under extreme pressure. Save nuts.

8.  Thetips of the factory mounting studs need to be trimmed off approximately 1/8" This can be done with a grinder or cut-off tool. Trim-
ming the studs will ensure the ends set below the top surface of the new spacer once it is installed. (Fig. 4A/B)

9. Locate one of the supplied strut spacers and install on the factory upper strut mount studs. Fasten with the original nuts and tighten
securely (Approx. 45 ft-lbs). (Fig. 5)

Q Tlp Mounting hardware is located in hardware pack #629.

10. Install the strut assembly back in the vehicle and fasten to the original frame mount with the provided 10mm nuts and washers. (Fig. 6)
Torque nuts to 45 ft-Ibs.

Swing the lower control arm up and fasten to the strut with the original factory hardware. Leave hardware loose.
Repeat the strut removal/assembly on the opposite side of the vehicle.

With both struts reattached to the frame, reconnect the lower control arm/ball joint assembly to the steering knuckles with the factory
bolts. A floor jack can be used to raise the Ifsdower control arm. Use Loctite on the bolt threads and torque bolts to 110 ft-lbs.

With both sides assembled, install the wheels and lower the vehicle to the ground. Torque lug nuts to 80 ft-lbs.

Bounce the front of the vehicle to settle the suspension. Torque the lower control arm cam bolts to 100 ft-Ibs. Torque the lower strut bolts
to 100 ft-lbs.
