. Level each Mounting End Casting so that theflttparea is parallel to the horizon.

. Take a tape measure and measure the distaivegelecach open end of each Mounting End Casting
. Add 2 inches to that dimension.

. Subtract that total from the total length of trar, which is 56".

. Take the difference and divide it by two.

. The amount divided by two is the amount yod it off each end of your bar.

3. Clamp the end of a bar into a vise. (Be carefultaatcar the finish of the light bar).

4. Using a hacksaw, cut carefully along the markeedinif a vise is not available, put the bar oaldg, secure tightly and cut.

5. Place the black plastic booties on the feet of eashing.

6. With the holes in the bar, in the up position, tike casting and by squeezing the end of the legehe casting on the bar, until the
inside top wall of the casting is flat against thgide of the bar.

7. Take a 5/16" Allen head screw and put it throughhble in the casting, and the slot in the bah Wit head of the screw in the up
position. (If there is no slot in the bar aftertmg the bar to the length, place both castingtherbar, position the entire bar on the truck
in its final position so that each casting sets pietely in the rain gutters. Use the top holethincastings as a guide and mark the holes
on both ends of the bar. Take the castings ofbtreand drill out the marked holes with 5/16” Idoit).

8. Take the larger washer and put it inside the bah tlve 5/16" Allen head screw, going through trester.

IMPORTANT: Besurethat the large washer is completely underneath the casting.

9. With the larger washer in position, take a nylotklaut and Allen wrench provided, and lightly tightthe bar to casting.

10. Follow the same procedure in steps 5 - 9 to atéfobr casting to the bar.

11. With both of the castings lightly tightened to ther, take the entire bar and place the bar, wittctstings, into the rain gutter of your
vehicle. Note: If your vehicle does not have raittters, please refer to the SPECIAL NOTE on theotiide of this page.

12. Loosen DO NOT REMOVE hardware on bar and casting.

13. Slide castings in or out on bar, so that eachmgstts completely in rain guttetM PORTANT: Make sure that the bar is centered and
that the bar is evenly divided into each castind yat each casting is directly across from eabbrot

14. Once again, take the Allen wrench and tighten sdgdhe bar to each casting.

15. Position the foot of the “L” shaped steel bracketderneath the rain gutter and line up the verskslof the bracket with tapped hole in
the casting. Insert two 2" tamper proof Allen héatts with lock washers through the “L” bracketgeng the bracket to support
casting DO NOT TIGHTEN!

16. Place a screwdriver through the desired horizasitdlin the steel bracket, at the same time pusthewdriver into one of three slots
provided in the casting. (Proper selection of tlésdn the bracket and the slots in the castingresult in a tighter fit on the vehicle.).

17. Push the screwdriver against the casting and pggamst each bracket, one at a time, until bagtctsting and brackets are tightly
secured in place. Tighten the two Allen head b@®sUTION: Prying up excessively could result in bendinghef bracket or stripping
the slots in the castings.

18. Follow the same procedure in steps 15, 16, and $@cure other casting to rain gutter.

19. The bar and casting should now be tightly secuvetie vehicle.

20. Your light bar hardware may settle in. After 2 ow8eks of use, go back and re-tighten all hardwageriodic check on all hardware is
recommended.

21. Do not lose your Allen wrench.

22. To maintain the luster of your light bar, applyaigh on a regular basis.
