Raise the hitch into position around the
bumper beam and insert four 1/2” hex
bolts (#1) and four serrated conical toothed
washers (#2) through the hitch and holes
in bumper beam. Loosely secure with

1/2” serrated flange nuts (#3).

Torque 1/2” hardware to 110 ft-Ibs.
