If the weld
nuts are not present, fishwire a 1/2-13 x 1.25" carriage bolt and CM-SP6 spacer into each hole in the bumper
beam from the end of the bumper beam and secure with (2) 1/2" hex flange nuts as shown.

6. Torque all M12 hardware to 59 ft-Ibs. and all 1/2" hardware to 75 ft-lbs.
7. Raise exhaust back into position, reinstall rubber isolators and fascia panel (if desired).
