Cut each Bulb Seal Gasket (J) into two pieces, with one piece being 7 inches and the
other piece being 55 inches. Assemble each running board using one Brite-Tread

Running Board (A), one 55 inch piece of Bulb Seal Gasket (J), one 7 inch piece of Bulb
Seal Gasket (J), one Brite-Tread Mud Flap (B), two 1/4”-20 X 3/4” Hex Head Bolts (I), and

two 1/4”-20 Hex Lock Nuts (F).

location. Tighten with a 13mm wrench or ratchet.

REAR

The Driver’s Side is shown below. Attach one Front Bracket (C) and one Rear Bracket
(D) to the locations as shown below using two M8 Paint Clearing Nuts (G) at each

FRONT




3 Put the Brite-Tread Running Board (A) onto the braces. Move the running board front to

back so that the Mud Flap on the running board lines up with the wheel well. With a 1/4”
drill bit, drill where the slots on the running board line up as shown below.

NOTE: MAKE SURE THAT THE RUNNING BOARD IS BEHIND THE DOOR SEAL.

DRILL 1/4” HOLE

4 Attach the Brite-Tread Running Board to the braces using four 1/4”-20 X 1” Carriage

Bolts (E) and four 1/4”-20 Hex Lock Nuts (F). Tighten using a 7/16” wrench or ratchet.




Attach the Mud Flap (B) to the wheel well by drilling two 3/16” holes using a drill
through the mud flap and wheel well at the approximate locations as shown. Insert two
1/4” x 1” Sheet Metal Screws (H) and tighten using a 7/16” wrench or ratchet.
