1. REMOVE SPARE TIRE. IF UNDER BED SPARE TIRE IS TO BE RETAINED, AN AFTERMARKET SPARE TIRE
REPOSITIONER WILL HAVE TO BE INSTALLED.

2. POSITION REARMOST SLOTS IN RECEIVER OVER FORE/AFT SLOT NEAR END OF FRAME.
NOTE: ON 8 BED MODELS, USING HITCH AS A TEMPLATE, DRILL FORWARD ATTACHMENT HOLES.

5. INSTALL FASTENERS AS SHOWN. SEE FIGURE 1.
NOTE: 1/4 X 1=1/2 X 2 BLOCKS (1540 AND 3719) MUST BE ORIENTED AS SHOWN.

4. CUT ROLL PAN IN LICENSE PLATE AREA TO PROVIDE DRAWBAR INSTALLATION AND PIN & CLIP ACCESS.
NOTE: LICENSE PLATE MUST BE REPOSITIONED WHILE DRAWBAR IS IN USE.

5. IF ROLL PAN LIP CONTACTS HITCH SIDE BRACKETS, TRIM ROLL PAN AS NECESSARY.
6. APPLY LOAD RATING LABEL (5767) PROVIDED IN LICENSE PLATE AREA OF ROLL PAN.
7. WHEN USING AN AFTERMARKET SPARE TIRE REPOSITIONER, CHECK CLEARANCE BETWEEN SPARE TIRE.
