5. INSTALL M12 HEX BOLT (SUPPLIED) AND TOOTHED WASHER THROUGH RECEIVER INTO WELDNUT IN VEHICLE FRAME.

6. INSTALL REMAINING FASTENERS AS SHOWN IN FIGURE 2.
7. REINSTALL GROUND WIRE AND GROUND WIRE BOLT TO HOLE IN SIDE OF SIDE BRACKET.
