Before you begin the installation process of your new Fab Fours product, we suggest
laying out all materials and parts on a pad or protective surface.

Failure to fully account for all components before beginning installation may leave vehicle
immobile until part is acquired. Refer to the next pages as an inventory check.

ASSISTANCE

We recommend two people
perform the installation as items
are heavy and may need to be held
in place while installing.

ORGANIZATION

Disassemble the vehicle where you
can catalog and store everything.
We suggest labeling and bagging all
the OEM bolts when removing from
the vehicle. Failure to keep track of
parts could lead to an inability to
properly reinstall components.




NOTE: Sensors are extremely delicate and
must be handled with care! Do not push
on face of sensors to remove!

1. Disconnect the IBS sensor connection
from sensor on the negative battery
terminal. (Figure 1, #1)

2. Using a 10mm socket wrench, disconnect
the negative terminal from the battery.
(Figure 1, #2)

3. If applicable, disconnect the negative
terminal from the auxiliary battery. (Figure 2)

4. Using an 8mm Socket wrench and plastic
panel pry tool, remove the two (2) screws and
one (1) push pin from the rear splash shield
trim. (Figure 3)

5. Using an 10mm socket wrench and plastic
panel pry tool, remove the twelve (12) screws
and two (2) push pins from the inner fender
and set aside for trimming. (Figure 4 and 5)

6. Disconnect the factory wiring harness from
the inside of the driver side wheel well (Figure
6)

7. With assistance, support the bumper from
both sides of the vehicle. Using an 18mm
socket wrench, 24mm socket wrench and
18mm open end wench, remove the three
factory bumper bolts that hold the factory
bumper to the frame rail. (Figure 7)

8. Remove the factory bumper from the vehicle
and set aside. (Figure 8)

9. Using a 24mm socket wrench, remove the
factory bolt and nut tab from the frame rail to
remove the factory tow hook. (Figure 9)

10. Remove the factory tow hooks.

11. Unclip the factory wiring harness from the
six (6) front sensors and two (2) fog lights.

12. Remove the sensor from the sensor housing
by expanding both sides of the sensor housing
and lifting up. (Figure 10-11)

13. Remove the sensor housing from the
bumper by depressing the four (4) tabs while
pulling outward from the outside of the
bumper. (Figure 12-13)

14. Using a plastic panel pry tool, begin
removing the factory wiring harness from the
factory bumper by unclipping the various push
pins. (Figure 14-16)

15. Remove the factory wiring harness and set
aside. (Figure 17)

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INSTALLATION

16. If installing accessory lighting do so now
using the lighting manufactures instructions and
hardware.

NOTE: Not all the sensors or housings are the same. Use the
two (2) flat sensors housings for the center two holes and the
four (4) dished sensor housings for the outer four holes. Be
mindful to install the correct sensor unit as shown.

17. Install the two (2) flat faced sensor housings
and 90 degree sensors into the center two (2)
sensors holes. (Figure 18)

18. Install the one (1) dished faced sensor
housing and one (1) straight sensor into the
passenger side inner wing sensor hole. (Figure
19)

19. Install the one (1) dished faced sensor
housing and one (1) 90 degree sensor into the
passenger side outer wing sensor hole. (Figure
20)

20. Repeat steps 3 and 4 to install the driver side
sensors in the same manor.

21. Fish the factory wiring harness through both
the large pass through holes in the brackets and
with the main factory wiring harness connector
ending on the driver side of the bumper.

22. Reconnect the factory wiring harness to all
six (6) sensors and zip tie the wiring harness to
the zip tie points built into the shell. (Figure 21-
22)

23. With assistance, support the bumper up
to the frame rail and insert the four factory
bumper bolts with the factory nut. (Figure 23)

24. With assistance, align the bumper to fender
gap. Using an 18mm socket wrench and 18mm

open end wrench, fully tighten all four (4)
factory bumper bolts.

25. Reconnect the factory sensor wiring harness
to the main harness.
