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2. Raise vehicle up on a hoist or rack to working height. If
you don’t have access to a hoist or rack, support vehicle
with jack stands.

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5. Fasten actuator mount assembly (2) onto FFX muffl  er
(1) using bolt assemblies (x2) (7).

4. Remove nuts from stock and Flowmaster clamps, apply
anƟ -seize compound to bolts and re-install nuts.

3. Mark exhaust pipes 8С⁄И" forward from front face of
muffl  er and 5" rearward from back face of muffl  er. Cut
exhaust at marks then remove secƟ on from vehicle.

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14. Find wiring entry point in fi rewall (behind baƩ ery in
passenger side). Cut an X in accessory point or cut its
end off  enough to allow a wire to pass through.

13. Place female quick disconnect (16) to remaining end of
controller kit. Crimp connector to secure wires together.

12. Cut off  connector on end of controller kit (5) red wire.
Place buƩ  connector (17) onto inline fuse holder then
aƩ ach it to red wire.

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21. Connect ground wire of controller kit to metal frame
under dashboard using bolt (10), fl at washers (x2) (12)
and nut (11) as shown. Tuck any slack cord up and out of
the way of vehicle operaƟ on.

22. Re-install console covers and tuck any loose wire out of
the way.

23. Adjust exhaust components for fi t; maintaining П⁄Ж"
clearance and compensaƟ ng for suspension, travel and
vibraƟ on.

24. Recommended: Secure slip-fi t connecƟ ons with a 1-inch
tack weld then spray high-temp paint over each weld to
prevent rust and premature corrosion.
