Step-2 Attach one of the driver side Front/Front Center brackets to the pinch mold using (2) 1/4” x 1” 
hex head bolts, (4) 1/4” flat washers, (2) 1/4” lock washers and (2) 1/4” hex nuts, and to the underside 
of the body using (1) M8 x 30mm sems bolt, (1) 5/16” lock washer and (1) 5/16” flat washer, (FIGURE 
3 & 4). Leave the nuts and bolts loose for final adjustment.       
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Step-1 Begin the installation on the driver side. Starting at the front of the vehicle, locate the (2) holes 
in the body pinch mold and (1) M8 threaded hole in the underside of the body, (FIGURE 2).

Step-4 Attach one of the driver side Front/Front Center brackets to the pinch mold using (2) 1/4” x 1” 
hex head bolts, (4) 1/4” flat washers, (2) 1/4” lock washers and (2) 1/4” hex nuts, and to the underside 
of the body using (1) M8 x 25mm hex bolt, (1) 5/16” lock washer and (1) 5/16” flat washer, (FIGURE 6 
& 7). Leave the nuts and bolts loose for final adjustment.

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Step-3 Locate the (2) holes in the body pinch mold and (1) M8 threaded hole in the underside of the 
body at the front center of the vehicle, (FIGURE 5).

Step-6 Attach one of  the driver side Rear/Rear Center brackets to the pinch mold using (2) 1/4” x 1” 
hex head bolts, (4) 1/4” flat washers, (2) 1/4” lock washers and (2) 1/4” hex nuts, and to the underside 
of the body using (1) M8 x 25mm hex bolt, (1) 5/16” lock washer and (1) 5/16” flat washer, (FIGURE 9 
& 10). Leave the nuts and bolts loose for final adjustment.

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Step-5 Locate the (2) holes in the body pinch mold and (1) M8 threaded hole in the underside of the 
body at the rear of the vehicle, (FIGURE 8). 

Step-7 Locate the (2) holes in the body pinch mold and (1) M8 threaded hole in the underside of the 
body at the rear center of the vehicle, and repeat step 6 to install the remaining driver side bracket.

Step-8 Insert the shim in bolt Figure 11 , then inserted in rails of the inner aluminum extrusion at the underside 
of the side step Figure 12. Each side step requires ( 8 ) M8 x 25mm. Hex bolt with shim, 2 at the front, 2 at front 
center, 2 at the Rear center , and 2 at the Rear. 

Step-9 Place the Side step on the brackets using ( 6 ) M8 Hex nut, ( 6 ) 5/16” Flat washer, ( 6 ) Lock washer. 
Figure 13. 

Step-10 Align the side step with the vehicle and tighten all brackets and side steps nuts and bolts. Repeat the 
above steps to install the passenger side brackets and side step. Remember to check and retighten the  nuts and 
bolts every six months.
