Warning when installing or using this product

Be sure to inspect that all knobs screws, and bolts are securely tightened before driving the vehicle. If
loose, tighten more. Loose knobs screws, or bolts may result in rack or load to fall off due to wind
pressure or vibrations involving the car behind or a person in an accident. Also, periodically inspect them
and retighten any loose knobs screws or bolts.

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Make a 20 inch (50cm) or more space between bars.

When the cargo basket is installed with a short bar spread,
excessive force is applied to the cargo basket causing the cargo
basket or the load to fall off involving the car behind or a person in

an accident.
When the bar spread is specified by vehicle model, install the bars
in accordance to the specified dimensions.

Do not exceed the maximum load capacity when loading.
The maximum load capacity differs depending on the
combination of the cargo basket and the vehicle model.
Refer to the Fit Guide. Refer below for the method on
calculating maximum load capacity.

When the load exceeds the maximum load capacity, excessive
force is applied to the cargo basket which may cause the cargo
basket or the load to fall off involving the car behind or a person in
an accident.

Be sure to securely fix the load with a belt, net, and/or rope.
Travelling at high speeds or carrying a load weighing

22 Ibs (10 kg) or more results in excessive force being
applied to the load due to wind pressure and when starting
or stopping the car. Always use a belt.

If the load is not securely fixed, the load may fall off
involving the car behind or a person in an accident.

In order to prevent the water proof sheet or similar sheet
from flapping, securely fix the sheet, with a belt, net, and/or
rope before travelling.

Travelling with these sheets flapping may cause the load, the cargo
basket, or the carrier to fall off by wind pressure involving the car
behind or a person in an accident.

Load the cargo so that it is evenly distributed and level.
Do not stack the cargo high or have it leaning to one side
or slanting.

If the cargo weight is not evenly distributed or the cargo is not level,
it may fall off by wind pressure during travel involving the car
behind or a person in an accident.
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Strong wind

Obey all posted speed limits. Drive slower under strong
winds or on rough roads.

Driving continuously at a speed exceeding the legally permitted
speed or in the strong wind as well as driving on rough terrain may
cause the cargo basket, carrier or load to fall off due to loose nuts,
screws, or bolts involving the car behind or a person in an accident.

Precautions when using the product

Do not install this to a rack manufactured by another
company.

Do not modify this product for use.

Installing this product to another manufacture's rack or
modifying this product, hinders secure fixation which could
result in the cargo basket or load to fall off involving the
following vehicle or person in an accident.

Do not load the cargo so that it protrudes from the cargo
basket.

Loading the cargo protruding from the cargo basket may apply
excess force to the front/rear and/or side panel causing deformation
or damage.

Avoid sudden starts, stops and sharp turns as the cargo
basket and the cargo raises the center of gravity of the
vehicle high.

Be sure to check that the carrier and load are secure after
driving under adverse traveling conditions.

Making sudden starts or stops, or sharp turns when the cargo is
loaded may shift the carrier or the attachment from the installed
position causing damage to the vehicle, product, or cargo.

Installing the cargo basket to the vehicle increases the
vehicle height, so pay full attention to obstacles above the
vehicle when driving.

Should the cargo basket or the cargo be impacted, be sure to
check the cargo basket, carrier, and cargo.
