Installation to the base rack

1 Prepare the memory mount.

Confirm the stability and strength of the base carrier onto
which this product is to be installed, and attach it securely.
If the strength is insufficient, do not mount this. Be sure to
use a base rack compatible with the mountable bar
dimension. To use the INNO base bar, carefully read the Fit
Guide and use the one appropriate for the vehicle model.

Before loading the cargo and driving the car, be sure to shake the rack to the front, rear, left, right, up and down to check
for rattling caused by loose nuts, screws, or bolts and confirm that the rack is securely fixed to the bar. Insufficient
fixation may cause the rack to fall while driving resulting in an accident involving a following car or pedestrian.
