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Installation Instructions

Before using the Mounting hooks, carefully read this installation instruction as well as the installation instructions for
basic carrier systems, and follow all usage instructions.After reading the manual, keep it in a safe place along with the
installation instructions for basic carrier systems.If you are to give the mounting hooks to a third person, provide this
manual to ensure safe installation and usage.

@ Read instructions matching the model, year and type of vehicle.
@ If appropriate instructions are not available, contact us listed below.

/\ Precautions

@ Install hooks correctly at specified positions according to the instructions herein and instructions for the applicable carrier system. Installation
positions of hooks depend on the vehicle type. If hooks are not installed at specified positions, the carrier may fall and cause an accident.

@ If inappropriate hooks are used, the carrier / attachment may drop and cause accident.
-Before driving the vehicle, rock the stays and bars in all directions to ensure that there is no looseness. Retighten any loose knobs or bolts.

@ Do not use these hooks for attachments of non-specified types.
The carrier may drop and cause accident.

@ Observe the specified loading conditions.
Failure to observe the loading condition may cause the carrier to break or loosen and drop, resulting in accident.

For INNO dedicated ski & snowboard carriers read carrier instruction manuals for determining proper
mounting locations.

@In installing front and rear cross bars, select an appropriate
distance between 500mm and 800mm between the bars
depending on the length of the load. Standard distance is
700mm. Short loads such as child skis will be stabilized at
short distances between the bars.

When loading longer loads such as boats and roof boxes
will require longer distances between bars for better stability.

|& Warning :

@Before driving, shake the installed stays and bars in order
to check that all 8 bolts are securely tightened. If loosely
screwed bolts are found, tighten them immediately.
Loose bolts may lead to separation of stays, attachments
and the load due to wind pressure and vibration while
driving, resulting in serious injuries and/or accidents.
