Adjust both left and right base positions, and adjust the position of the bar.
Press the stay to the raised rail so that no gaps exist.

Insert the inner block into the inner bar end completely and cut the protruding portion.

Attach the End Garnish to the bar.
(Confirm L and R of the end garnish before attaching.)




Tighten knob (3N - m/2.2ft-Ib) and make it point downward.

Place and lock cover. (The cover does not have a L or R.)
When the cover cannot be mounted, check the knob position. (m)

Shake the carrier in all directions to check for looseness. If loose, tighten using the knob.
