BRACKET ORIENTATION
DRIVER SIDE 
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1. Begin installation on driver side. Position the
Front Bracket, Center Bracket and Rear
Bracket as shown in diagram.

2. Driver Side Front Bracket cradle (2a) and Driver Side Center Bracket cradle (2b), will face towards the rear
and Driver Side Rear Bracket cradle (2d) will face towards the front of the truck.
