INSTALLATION

1.1.1.1.1. Lubricate the solid urethane bushing (Figure 1) and push it over the end of the anti-sway bar and slide it into place. Now,
push the new saddle bracket over the solid bushing (2 above). This may require tapping on it with a hammer. Bolt the bushing
and bracket into place, leaving the bolts loose. Repeat steps 1 and 2 on the other end of the anti-sway bar.

2.2.2.2.2. Move to the inner  bushings. Place the jack under the center of the anti-sway bar so it can be lowered and raised easily.

3.3.3.3.3. Remove 3/8” bolts and saddle brackets. Now, make a cut through the original rubber bushing using a knife or razor blade.
Remove the original bushing.

4.4.4.4.4. Lubricate the urethane bushing and slide it over the anti-sway bar into place (#1 above). Push the bracket over the bushing
and tap into place, if necessary. Start the bolts, making certain the D washers (350304-30) fit against the new brackets.

5.5.5.5.5. Once you have all the bushings and brackets in place, tighten all bolts to 25-30 ft.-lbs.

6.6.6.6.6. Remove jack and all original parts and pieces from under the coach or truck.
