Installation:
1. Park the vehicle on flat level ground & set the emergency brake.
2. Place the tires / wheels to a straight forward position. 
3. Place the main bracket “A” against the front of the axle on the driver’s side & install the large 

u-bolt around the axle to bracket, but DO NOT TIGHTEN. Install the main end of the stabilizer to 
the bracket using the supplied bushings & washer pack.

4. Install the tie rod bracket using the small u-bolts around the tie rod & install tie rod end of the 
    stabilizer using the supplied bushings & washer pack.
5. Tighten the main bracket around the axle at this time. Slide the tie rod bracket down the tie rod 

until the stabilizer shaft is exactly half way out, 4.08”. Rotate the tie rod bracket as needed for 
best fit & clearance of differential.

6. Tighten the tie rod bracket at this time.
7. Cycle the tires / wheels left to right & check all hardware for adequate clearance. Re-tighten all 

hardware after the first 100 miles & periodically there after.
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
