PROCEDURE:

1. REMOVE CONTENTS FROM BOX. VERIFY ALL PARTS ARE PRESENT. READ INSTRUCTIONS
CAREFULLY BEFORE STARTING INSTALLATION.

2. Start installation from under the Driver/Left side inner rocker panel. Locate the threaded mounting holes
in the rocker panel, (Figure 1). Remove the plastic plugs covering the mounting holes.

3. Select (1) Front Mounting Bracket, (Figure 2). Attach the Bracket to the threaded holes in the front

location with (2) 10mm Hex Bolts, (2) 10mm Lock Washers and (2) 10mm Flat Washers, (Figures 2 &
3). Do not tighten hardware at this time.
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4. Locate the threaded mounting holes in the center location. Select (1) Center/Rear Mounting Bracket.
Attach the Bracket to the threaded holes with (2) 10mm Hex Bolts, (2) 10mm Lock Washers and (2)
10mm Flat Washers, (Figures 4—6). Do not tighten hardware at this time.

5. Repeat Step 4 to install the driver/left rear Mounting Bracket, (Figures 5 & 7).

6. Unwrap the Driver/Left Sidebar. Attach the Sidebar to the Brackets with the included (6) 8mm Combo
Bolts. Do not tighten hardware at this time, (Figure 8). IMPORTANT: Do not slide or rotate Sidebar on
the cradles or damage to the finish may result.

7. Level and adjust the Sidebar and tighten all hardware.

8. Repeat Steps 2—7 for Passenger/Right Sidebar installation.

9. Do periodic inspections to the installation to make sure that all hardware is secure and tight.

If your vehicle is not
GMC / Chevrolet 2006 & up, ensure that holes are not partially covered with any plastic grommet or rust? |If it is, remove the plastic
grommet & rust from the thread holes & re-try the installation.
2. Mounting Bracket are not getting Installed properly.
In some cases lllustration images shown in Installation manual may not be the exactly same as per actual vehicle images ,also if Driver /
Passenger side mounting brackets are very identical in the design, suggest referring Parts Identification guide to avoid fitment issue.
3. Products are thumping / rattling after installation.
