1. Disconnect the negative battery cable.

2. Remove the engine cover.

3. Loosen the clamp holding the air duct to the throttle body and to the
MAF sensor.

4. Loosen the clamp holding the MAF sensor to the air box and remove
with the rubber grommet attached.

5. Remove the four bolts holding the air box down and remove the box.

6. Remove the  lter and remaining air duct pieces.

7. Attach the  lter to the  lter box adapter and tighten the clamp.

8. Attach the air box to the washer bottle with the hardware provided.

9. Press the maf sensor with the grommet attached to the  lter box
adapter.

10. Attach the volant hump hose to the open end of the MAF and tighten
the clamp.

11. Press the volant throttle body grommet onto the volant air duct.

12. Press the duct into the hump hose and onto the throttle body and
tighten the remaining clamps.

13. Attach the breather hose onto the motor and onto the volant air duct.

14. Reattach the negative battery cable.

4. Once all tests are completed, 

enjoy the performance of your new Air Intake System.

CARE AND CLEANING

Check the cotton reusable  lter periodically and remove any excessive dirt build-up
by tapping the  lter on the ground and brushing off the loosened dirt.  Clean the
 lter by using Volant’s Filter Recharger Kit. Volant’s Filter Recharger Kit is designed
to restore original air  ow. Re-oil every 10,000 miles without cleaning to improve
 ltering in sand and dirt. Clean only when dirt is very excessive or 50,000 miles.
