
PREPARING: Clean filter prior to oiling. 
Gently tap the filter to remove excess 
dirt. Lightly brush off surface dirt with 
soft brisUe brush. Agitate element in 11," 
of hot water and laundry detergent, 
dishwashing soap, or an industrial 
cleaner (NONFLAMMABLE). DO NOT 
USE GAS OR FLAMMABLE LIQUIDS.

This process allows the 
oil to wick throughout the filter media. lf light 
spots appear spot touch those areas. NEVER

lf the filter is exposed to sunlight for 
extended periods of time it will Ье 
necessary to re-oil the filter 
periodically.
