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PROCEDURE
1. Remove contents from box, verify if all parts listed are present and free from damage.
Carefully read and understand all instructions before attempting installation.
Failure to identify damage before installation could lead to a rejection of any claim.

2. Remove the radiator cover to reveal bolts that attach the grille to the front of vehicle. Refer to Figure 1.

4. Partially detach the front fender covers by removing (2) screws and then using an appropriate pry tool to finish partially
detaching them. Repeat for passenger/driver side. Refer to Figures 3 and 4.

5. Carefully pull of the plastic filler panel and remove it to reveal four screws. Remove the four screws and then remove the
grille. Refer to Figure 5. If having difficulty in removing the plastic filler panel, remove the (4) screws holding the grille by
pushing/pulling upwards to reveal the screws. Remove grille with the filler panel. See Figure 6.

Reference Figure 5 for location of (4) screws.

Push on the filler panel to reveal
the (4) screws that attach the
grille to the vehicle and remove.
Then remove plastic bumper
along with the grille.

6. Starting on either side, locate (1) Upper Support Strap (Item 4/5) and loosely secure it onto the vehicle using the factory
hardware located at the mounting location. Refer to Figures 7 and 8.

7. Trim front lower valance as necessary in order to make room to for the Lower Mount Brackets. See Figure 9.

Locate (1) Lower Mount Bracket (Item 2/3) and (1) Lower Support Bracket (Item 6/7) and loosely secure onto vehicle
frame using the provided M10 and M12 hardware (Items 9-13). See Figures 10 and 11. Note: If vehicle is equipped with
factory tow hooks the factory tow hooks cannot be reused.

Trim area as necessary to make sure Lower
Mount Bracket doesn't interfere with valance.

9. Locate (1) M10 fish wire and (1) M10 Bolt Plate (Item 8). Use the M10 fish wire to insert the M10 bolt plate’s bolt
through the Lower Mount Bracket (Item 2/3) and Lower Support Bracket (Item 6,7) slots. Refer to Figure 12. Secure using
the provided M10 hardware (Items 14-16). Refer to Figures 10 and 11.

10. Repeat Steps 6-9 for opposite side.

11. With assistance align the Upper Support Straps and Lower Mount Brackets with the HDX Grille Guard and loosely secure
using the provided M10 / M12 hardware (Items 18-23). Adjust and align as necessary and then tighten hardware on the
vehicle: M12 hardware to 50-55 ft-lbs and M 10 hardware 30-35 ft-Ibs. Refer to Figure 13.

12. With assistance remove the HDX Grille Guard.
13. Reinstall the upper plastic bumper and the grille guard.

14. With assistance install the HDX Grille Guard onto the brackets using the provided M10 / M12 hardware (Items 18-23).
Refer to Figure 13.

15. Adjust and align the HDX Grille Guard as necessary and then tighten hardware on the vehicle: M12 hardware to 50-55 ft-
Ibs and M 10 hardware 30-35 ft-1bs.
