INSTRUCTIONS

AUTOMOTIVE PRODUCTS, INC. 

1. Remove contents from box, verify if all parts listed are present and free from damage. Carefully read and understand all  instructions before attempting installation. 

2. Starting from the front of the vehicle remove tow hooks if equipped. NOTE: the tow hooks will not be reused with this application. Once the tow hooks have been

removed, remove the lower plastic valance by removing all factory fasteners and set aside. 

3. Take the drivers side winch tray mounting bracket and align it with the outside of the frame. To attach the bracket to the bottom of frame take (1) M12 nut plate and

place it in the frame and align it with the most rearward mounting hole, attach the bracket to the nut plate using (1) M12 x 50mm hex head bolt, (1) M12 lock washer, 

and (1) M12 flat washer FIG 1, repeat for passenger side . Once both mounting brackets have been loosely installed place the plastic valance over the mounting brackets 

and reattach at this time FIG 2.  Take (1) 10mm spacer and place it between the frame and the front mounting hole on the bracket, attach using (1) M12 x 50mm hex 

head bolt, (2) M12 flat washers, (1) M12 lock washer, and (1) M12 hex nut FIG 3. To attach the mounting brackets to the side of the frame use (2) M12 x 30mm hex 

head bolts, (4) M12 flat washers, (2) M12 lock washers, and (2) M12 hex nuts FIG 4 and 5. Do not fully tighten at this time.

4. Take the support strap and attach it to the drivers side winch tray mounting bracket using (1) M10 hex head bolt (2) M10 flat washers, (1) M10 lock washer, and (1)

M10 hex nut FIG 5. Repeat this for the passenger side

5. Take the winch tray and place it onto the mounting brackets align it with the corresponding mount holes. Attach the winch tray to the brackets using (4) M12 X 35MM 

button head bolts, (8) M12 flat washers, (4) M12 lock washers, and (4) M12 hex nuts.

6. Attach the support straps to the welded tabs on the winch tray using (2) M10 hex head bolts , (4) M10 flat washers, (2) M10 lock washers, and (2) M10 hex nuts FIG 6 . 

Do not fully tighten at this time.

7. Align and adjust winch tray as needed, then fully tighten all hardware. Torque all M12 fasteners to 50 ft lbs, M10 to 35 ft lbs.

8. To install the optional winch mounted grille guard, with assistance place the grille guard up to the outside of the winch tray. Align the mounting holes in the winch tray 

with the grille guard and attach to the winch tray using (4) M10 button head bolts, (8) M10 flat washers, (4) M10 lock washers, and (4) M10 hex nuts. Attach the lower 

mounting hole’s using (2) M12 x 30MM button head bolts, (4) M12 flat washers, (2) M12 lock washers, and (2) M12 hex nuts FIG 7. Do not fully tighten at this time

9. Align and adjust grille guard as needed, then tighten all hardware at this time. Torque all M12 fasteners to 50 ft lbs, M10 to 35 ft lbs.
